· A minimum of 30 credits at the 300/400 level must be obtained through Athabasca University. Courses completed as Challenge for Credit are not included in residency.

· To be awarded a Bachelor of Science, Architecture degree, a minimum grade point average of 2.3 is required in all Athabasca University courses used towards the degree. Students unable to obtain the required GPA will be requested to re-register in courses.
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
